Among the new players on the day we had 15 year old, Anit Mathew from Alfred Deakin High School and – literally on the other side of the board by round 11 – we had 5 year old Zoe Sugerman from Curtin Primary!  The top quality field also included Australian Under 14 Girls Champion, Megan Setiabudi (Alfred Deakin), the entire team of South Canberra Girls Champions from Curtin Primary (Emma Dunstone, Kezia Karenina, Aislinn Smith and Jaimie Liebowitz) and the entire team from North Ainslie Primary - who placed equal first in North Canberra - (Annabel Litchfield, Meg Caddy, Liz Caddy and Natalie Villareal).

It was a day full of upsets, as can be found over the course of 11 rounds.  The biggest upset loomed in Round 5 when Lyneham High’s Zalia Lai kept the pressure on top seed Megan Setiabudi, both girls committing some cardinal “chess sins” in a time scramble before agreeing to a draw.  Both then held off all challengers to finish tied on 10.5/11, Megan took the prize following a playoff match.  Other awards are detailed in the final standings below.
